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The data show that David Popovici is the most well-known and appreciated athlete in Team Romania.
This is a result of his recent performances and his ability to connect with the public, to have a strong discourse
in the media, which has also led to attracting important personal sponsors and building a strong personal brand. 

The much lower percentages obtained by the other athletes indicate the lack of personal brands and the lack of 
connection with the general public in Romania (beyond the fans of their own sports). 

Corroborated with the low notoriety of the Tokyo 2020 medal winners, we can conclude that in recent years
the Romanians who watch the Olympic Games are cheering more for the Romanian Olympic team, and less for
the individual athletes.

It suggests an opportunity for Romanian athletes to better develop and promote their personal brands, in order to create 
a closer connection with the public and increase their visibility.
